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CLASS 4
Dear Parents,

Welcome back to a new year and a new term.

Our Maths this term will follow the guidelines of the national numeracy strategy and include revision of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, data handling, shape and symmetry. The children will be solving written and mental maths problems. Regular homework will be given to reinforce what is covered in class.

Literacy will focus upon the Somerset Exemplified units, in particular, writing in different styles and for different purposes.  We will also study some classic, older literature.  Spelling, phonics and comprehension will be ongoing, as will group and independent reading.  Literacy will also link closely to our history topic this term – Britain, and in particular, life as a child, during World War Two.  Our art work will also link to WW2, with a study of L.S. Lowry and his works and also a few sessions of war time cookery.

Science will focus upon the completion of our work on micro-organisms, moving on to look at electrical circuits.

Our SEAL work will consider goals for ourselves at school and home.  We will also take the opportunity to look at the life of Anne Frank – again linked to our study of WW2.

In French we will learn new vocabulary for items of clothing and then use adjectives of colour and size, which we already know, to describe the items.

Miss Davidson will teach RE, the theme for this term is Writings. Children will:

a. Consider the origins of special or holy writings, e.g. their revelation, writing, compilation.

b. Consider the ways in which communities value special books, e.g. handling, covering, decoration.

c. Consider the moral message(s) within different stories and their relevance to people's lives
Mr. Fellows will continue to teach PE to class 4 this term following a dance unit.  I will be working with class 4 on their PE and teamwork skills to help them to become playground leaders, following the training day at the end of last term.

Mr. Roberts will teach ICT and this term the children will be studying control systems.

Music – Mrs Beattie will continue to teach the music curriculum and the children will continue to learn to play the recorder.

We hope this will be an enjoyable and hard working term, culminating in our visit to Kilve Court.
