2nd September 2009
Dear Parents,
Welcome to a new school year.

Please write a note in your child’s reading record when you feel they are ready for the next list of words.  If you would like any suggestions about how you can help them learn the words, then please come in and ask.  
To begin the new term, the children will be learning about ‘Ourselves’.  As such we would like to ask them to bring into school three items that they feel say something about themselves.  These may be objects associated with hobbies they have, things they like to wear or play with, pictures of what they like to eat etc.  Please do not send into school anything too valuable or too large!  We are also asking the children to bring in a photograph of themselves as a baby in a named envelope so we can look at how they have changed as they have grown.  If you could please bring these into school as soon as you can, that would be really helpful, thank you.
