Dear Parents,

First, I would like to apologise for my letter being rather late this term, the weather and other events have made an unusual beginning to this year.
Below is a very brief outline of subjects your children will be studying this term:

In literacy, your child will study Adventure & Mystery stories and Explanation texts some of the work will be covered within science and history.

Maths work will include, looking at decimals, doubling numbers, rounding, division & multiplication and much more.

Our science will concentrate upon the topics of Magnetism then Friction and forces. Your child will also work on using and designing simple databases this half term and using the World Wide Web and the internet to produce documents. Some work will link to literacy and history topics in cross-curricular ICT.


For history, your child will be studying, What was it like being a child in WW2?, then Britain since 1945.  Quite a lot of our class work will be linked to our history until Easter. 

 I will continue to take your child for art, where again, much of the work will be linked to the history topic. We will be studying two artists, Lowry and Clarice Cliff during this half term.
Mrs Beattie will continue to teach music with recorders this year, as part of the wider opportunities programme, she will also link some work to our history topic. Mr Fellows from SASP will continue to teach PE, he will be teaching dance and gymnastic skills. Your child will also start swimming lessons.
Miss Davidson will teach RE, the topics for this term is Writings. Your child will study the origins of holy writings, special books and moral stories. I will continue to teach PSHE and SEAL which will focus upon ‘Going for Goals’, our topic focuses upon learning how to be an achiever. Mrs Banham will continue to teach French, the focus this term is on objects you can see in school.
And last but not least, in Design & Technology your child will be making a holdall bag which will be linked to our history and art topics.

I hope this gives you a feel for the work your child will be doing. Obviously Mrs Weston and I will work hard to make your child feel safe and happy. If you are concerned about anything, please do speak to us.
