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This document sets out the responsibilities of all those concerned with organising and taking part in After School Clubs at Brent Knoll CEVC Primary School.

At Brent Knoll we are fortunate in having staff, parents and outside providers who run after school clubs for our pupils.

Responsibility of the club provider (parent, staff or outside provider)

· To maintain an attendance register for the club. The register must be taken at the start of the club. Regular head counts should be conducted throughout the duration of the club.

· To notify parents if a child has not arrived at the club, if the child has been in school all day and no message has been received to say they will not be attending.

· To inform the school at the earliest opportunity if the club is cancelled.

· To be aware of any medical advice that the parent has provided. It is the responsibility of the parent to notify the club leader of medical conditions that they need to be aware of.

· To ensure that children are collected by a parent/carer or other agreed adult. Permission and arrangements for children leaving a club alone will be a matter for discussion between the parent, school and Club Leader, based on an understanding of the child’s age, maturity and previous experience. Written consent for children leaving an After School Club alone must be committed to the school before such arrangements are able to commence. No Foundation Stage or Key Stage One pupils will be permitted to walk home alone.

· To contact parents if they are late collecting their child and wait with the child 

· To ensure that they are not left on their own in the school with a pupil. A member of school staff should be onsite while the club is running and until the last pupil is collected.

· To ensure that the children are supervised appropriately throughout the period of their attendance at the club and at the end of club when they are waiting to be collected.

· To ensure school rules are maintained e.g. not using the Trim Trail without supervision by school staff etc.

· To ensure the Health and Safety of children attending the club

· To promote acceptable behaviour by their own example

The school’s responsibilities are:

· To ensure that a risk assessment has been carried out for all activities

· To ensure that a member of staff is present on the school premises during all club activities

· To ensure that all club staff have undergone the necessary checks

· To ensure that third party insurance is in place to cover the approved activities that are organised as part of After School Clubs

· To ensure that all club providers have read and agreed to follow this policy

· To inform the Club Leader if we know of any children who are unable to attend the club

· To inform parents if a club is cancelled. If a club is cancelled children will remain with a member of staff until they are collected.

The parent’s responsibilities are:

· To ensure that they have informed the Club Leader of the following:

a. The collection arrangements for their child 

b. Any dietary or medical conditions 

· To pay any charges in advance

· To provide their child with the necessary equipment and the appropriate clothing to take part in the activities safely. If children are not appropriately dressed they will be unable to participate in the activities

· To contact the school if their child is unable to attend the club for any reason

· To ensure their child is collected promptly by the agreed adult and that the club leader has been informed that they are leaving (unless written permission has been given for their child to walk home alone in which case the child must inform the Club Leader that they are leaving.)

· Check at lunchtime during extreme weather conditions if an outdoor club will run that day
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
