Homework Policy for Brent Knoll Primary School

What is homework?

Homework refers to any work or activities which pupils are asked to do outside lesson time, either on their own or with parents.

Throughout the school, daily reading, either with parents or independently, will form the main content of homework.

Typical amounts of homework each week.

1. For children in Key Stage 1, homework will mainly consist of daily reading with parents, (about 10 minutes). They may also have spellings and number facts to learn.

2. For children in Key Stage 2, homework will mainly consist of daily reading with parents, learning spellings, a number activity and increasing amounts of topic based homework.

	Class 1
	Reading and or   phonics, spellings (when ready) number bonds (when ready). 10-15 min per night approx.  TOTAL  1 hour / week.

	Class 2
	Reading and or   phonics, spellings, number facts including number bonds and or times tables (when ready). 15-20 min per night approx. Occasional topic work (predominately research) typically twice termly .   TOTAL 1 ¼ to 1 ½ hours / week.

	Class 3
	Children in Years 3 and 4 will have daily reading, (10 - 15 minutes), a weekly spelling list, times tables and a weekly number activity. They will also have an occasional topic assignment (at least once per half term).   TOTAL 1 ½ to 2 hours / week.

	Class 4
	Children in Years 5 and 6 will have a regular weekly schedule of reading, (15 - 20 minutes daily), writing and mathematics, together with occasional topic assignments for science and other subjects.   TOTAL 2 ½ hours / week.


3. It is expected that, up to Year 4 (for most children), parents will work with and support children when they are doing their homework. From Year 5 onwards, children will increasingly be expected to do their homework on their own. This will help them prepare for the demands of Secondary education.

4. Every effort will be made to ensure that homework set is appropriate for individual children, and does not demand too much or too little from children and their parents. However, homework tasks will normally be slightly easier than those undertaken in class.

5. Parents will be able to provide feedback on reading by writing on the reading record book, and on number activities by making a comment on the worksheet or on a response sheet, if this is provided.

6. Class teachers will provide details of their class's homework schedule e.g. spellings on Monday, number activity on Wednesday, topic reading for the weekend within each new terms parent letter. Homework will be reported upon at Parent/Teacher meetings and included within the end of year reports if applicable.
7. Teachers will ensure that all homework which requires marking is marked as soon as possible and feedback is given to children regularly.
8. Teachers will inform parents if children regularly fail to do their homework.

9. Parents are requested to provide a reasonably quiet place, in which children can do their homework, and to encourage and praise them when they have completed their homework.

10. The homework policy will be evaluated each year using feedback from parents and staff.
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
