Policy for Photographs taken by Parents / Carers for Personal Use 
Rationale
Brent Knoll CEVC Primary School recognises that as part of its duty of care towards pupils it is necessary to manage the photographic opportunities for parents and carers at school. For some children a photograph that accidentally gets into the wrong hands could have serious consequences for them and their families. For example, in these times of easy access to the internet and sites such as Facebook it is very possible that a photograph taken at a school event could give away the location of a child or family. 
At the same time a photographic record of a school event is a treasured possession for many children and their families.  

Aims

1. To ensure children are protected.

2. To provide opportunities for parents to take photographs of their child and their child’s friends at some school events on the basis that they are for private retention and not for publication in any manner, including use on personal websites.
3. To provide opportunities for parents to have access to videos of school events when appropriate on the basis that they are for private retention and not for publication in any manner, including use on personal websites.

Roles and Responsibilities
· Photographs or videos must not be taken by parents/carers during any school performances, assemblies or church services. Taking videos and photographs during school events is distracting for pupils, other parents and staff. The school, where possible, will ensure that there is an opportunity for photographs to be taken after an event e.g. at the end of the Nativity, on the basis that they are for private retention and not for publication in any manner, including use on personal websites. Parents who do not wish their child to be in these photographs should inform the school in writing and inform their child. The school will ensure that the child is not involved in these photographs.

· On some occasions the school will arrange for a production to be videoed for parents to buy. Parents who do not wish their child to be videoed should inform the school in writing and inform their child. The school will ensure the child is able to take part in the actual performance and that he/she does not appear in the video. This may result in a video being taken of a dress rehearsal instead of the main performance. Parents will then be given the opportunity to view the video at school and purchase a copy if they wish.

· The school cannot ensure that members of the public do not take photographs or videos at events that take place outside the school day or off school premises e.g. Brent Knoll Fete, The Easter Egg Hunt, sporting activities. In these circumstances parents allow their child to participate knowing that photographs/videos may be taken and may appear in newspapers or on websites.
